Total fee from Narita Airport to Kisarazu is 1,280 yen.  From Kisarazu Station to the Kazusa Arc, a free bus service will be available on November 27 and 28.  A bus is also available from Tokyo Station (JR) to Kazusa Arc (65 min, 40 km, 1,600 yen).  If many attendants will arrive at the Narita Airport in the morning on November 28, we may arrange the bus from the Narita Airport to Kazusa Arc.
