HALF-DAY TRIP

We will have a half-day trip to Mt. Nokogiriyama.

Nokogiriyama, like its name implies, is a rocky mountain with steep, jagged cliffs like the teeth of a saw.  At one time, Boshu stone was gathered from this site and the marks of chisels still vividly remain on the rocks.  Taking a cable car up to the top of the mountain offers a splendid 360 degree panoramic view.  The hiking paths going up the mountain provide views of the image of Kannon (Goddess of Mercy) and the Great Buddha, both carved in the rocks.  Also along the way you’ll find 1,500 Rakans (disciples of Buddha) statues.
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
